After the Asian financial crisis of 1997, as a result of which Indonesia's GDP fell by 13% (in 1998), the country embarked on the
path of socio-economic transformation and was able to achieve not only rapid, but also large-scale growth, which was accompanied by
a number of major structural changes in the economy. Despite a number of arising economic and social imbalances, in general,
Indonesia’s economy is growing at a faster rate than that of other developing countries. Main factors that contribute to the realization of
the catching up and outpacing development of Indonesia's economy are export expansion, import substitution and growth of the
domestic market. Moreover, Indonesia has seen significant improvements in some of the most important characteristics of human
