SACAE IN BABYLONIA IN THE SIXTH AND FIFTH
CENTURIES B. C.

Babylonian texts dated in the reigns of Nebuchadnezzar II and Nabonidus testify
that Cimmerians and Scythians influenced the equipment of the Babylonian army even
before the Persian conquest of Mesopotamia. These texts mention «Cimmerian» horse-
harness and armaments, that is leather straps, bows and arrows with bronze and iron heads,
with which Babylonian warriors were armed. Usually scholars attribute arrow-heads of
the Scythian type found at the walls of cities of Western Asia to Iranians, that is to the
Scythians as well as to the Medes and the Persians. In determining the ethnic origin of
warriors scholars base their conclusions on the types of arrow-heads. But legal and admin-
istrative documents from Babylonia require a reconsideration of this conclusion since
scholars have overlooked the fact that the Babylonians adopted Scythian bows and arrows
before the Persian conquest of Mesopotamia.

To judge from some texts of the second half of the 5th century B. C. a military colo-
ny of «Cimmerians» existed in the neighbourhood of Nippur. The question arises: to what
nation did these «Cimmerians» belong? After Cimmerian and Scythian invasions of Wes-
tern Asia, not all the invaders perished and probably some of them settled in Babylonia.
But Cimmerians and Scythians came to Western Asia without their women and therefore
they were soon assimilated with the native population. So they could hardly be referred
to in the Babylonian texts under consideration. One may suppose that some Scythians
from the tribe of Orthocoribantioi in Media or even Cimmerians from Asia Minor may
have served in Babylonia before the Persian conquest of the country and descendants of
thesc? immigrants might be mentioned in Babylonian texts. But since it was the Persian
administration that established military colonies in Babylonia it is natural to suppose

that] the «Cimmerians» in the documents under consideration were Sacae from Central
Asia, conquered during the reigns of Cyrus II and Darius I. In all probability, in Baby-

l?ma there was a considerable number of Sacae from Central Asia who served in the Per-
sian army.
